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Our main concerns can be summarized in the form of the following three points in a chronological perspective: 

Point 1: electronic waste 

Looking back at the past abuses of information and communication technology, government and the business community should make recycling electronic waste (“e-waste”) less damaging to the health of recyclers. The current situation in China is alarming, as the global trade in waste rises, despite the Basel Convention, as described by http://www.ban.org 
Point 2: energy production and consumption
Today government and the business community should act to control and reduce the quantity of e-waste through more environmentally benign reuse, as well as through recycling and disposal. Furthermore they should begin to require manufacturers of electronic equipment to significantly decrease products' electricity consumption and to eliminate all unnecessary standby losses. They should also initiate actions and implement projects and programmes for the environmentally sustainable production of hardware and energy.
Point 3: sustainable development 

Looking forward, attention to increasing ecological efficiency by structural change over the long term is needed to reconcile the Information Society with sustainable development. Developing countries require knowledge and support from the Global North to enter the Information Age in a sustainable manner.
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
